· 20% cut in library budget

· Reduced funding for professional development

· No sub days or library assistance (Boulder)

· 25% cut in district funding to libraries, negotiated to 15% (Boulder)

· No assistant with online database purchase (CCSD, Manitou)

· 40% budget cut also due to district cuts (Boulder)

· 4% district-wide cut

· Interruption of plan to convert high school collection to middle school

· ILL cut

· 15% budget cut

· 50% budget cut

· 5% budget cut

· Lost grant opportunity

· Lost control of Title VI funds; now goes to textbooks
