2.  MEETING MINUTES:  Lynda distributed the minutes of the Oct. 23, 2004, Business/Membership meeting.  There were no corrections or additions. 

3.  CAL EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING:  Shannon and Lynda attended the CAL Executive Board meeting on Dec. 3.  Pat Wagner led a leadership training session in the morning and business was conducted in the afternoon.  The Board will have a planning retreat in January.  The dates of the 2005 conference have been changed to Nov. 10-13.  Shannon and Lynda are on the site selection committee for 2006.  The new Colorado PAC chair is Lis Lord and she reports directly to the CAL Board.  

4. FALL CONFERENCE FOLLOW-UP:  The two Paralibrarian Division-sponsored programs were well-attended.  Evaluations will be forthcoming to the speakers.  

5.  TREASURER’S REPORT:  Lynda reported our fund balance is $1,951.91.  Our 2005 Budget has been approved. 

6.  REPORTER REPORT:  Lynda reported for Marie.  Our news item for the next CAL newsletter was submitted.  Marie will be responsible for the spring Colorado Libraries submission. 

7.  RETIREMENT LETTERS OF APPRECIATION:  Letters of appreciation for Stephany Liptak, Marcy Hopkins and Patty DeGrasse were prepared and signed.  Lynda will present Stephany and Marcy with their certificates at the party on Dec. 10.  Patty’s retirement party has not yet been scheduled. 

8.  LETTERS TO SUPERVISORS:  Lynda will send a letter to each Board member’s supervisor relating to our participation on the Paralibrarian Division Board.  

9.  SCHOLARSHIPS:  Barb Brown received one of the two fall conference scholarships but was medically unable to attend.  A scholarship was awarded to the third runner-up. Discussion ensued concerning the number and type of scholarships to be awarded in 2005. 

ACTION:  The Division will award one scholarship to the spring workshop and 2 scholarships to the fall conference in 2005.  If Barb Brown is able to attend the 2005 fall conference, one scholarship will automatically be awarded to her.
