1.  CALL TO ORDER:  Chair Diane Ellsworth convened the meeting at 1:54 p.m.  Present were:  Diane Ellsworth, Lynda Hoffmann, Jennifer Kutzik, Eva Anderson, Amy Sebby and Lynda Lillwitz.  

2.  MINUTES:
  The minutes from the Nov. 12th Annual meeting held at the CAL conference were distributed by Secretary Jennifer Kutzik.  

ACTION:  Eva Anderson moved to accept the minutes as distributed.  Amy Sebby seconded.  Motion carried.  

3.  SCHOLARSHIP FUND REPORT:  Diane reported our beginning scholarship fund balance was $2228.41.  We paid out two CAL scholarships for a total of $300, with the ending balance being $1928.41.  
4.  BY-LAWS:  Diane distributed copies of our Division By-Laws (as posted on the CAL web site).  She noted that holding a Spring Workshop is mandated by our By-Laws.  

5.  PROCEDURES:  Diane directed each officer to create a position handbook for transferral to the next officers.  Lynda L. instituted this practice last year and Diane is re-requesting of the current officers.  Included in the handbook should be any deadlines throughout the year and expectations for the office.  
6.  ALCTS GRANT:  Diane called attention to the ALCTS scholarships to attend ALA.  Monies may only be awarded to first-time ALA attendees. 

7.  LIBRARY JOURNAL:  Diane called attention to the Library Journal Paraprofessional of the Year competition.  Nominations are due by Jan. 6, 2006.

8.  REPORTER’S REPORT:  Lynda and Amy reported the loss of much of their e-mail, including information about upcoming Reporter deadlines.  Stephany Liptak will write a history of the Paralibrarian Division for the spring Colorado Libraries issue (deadline is Feb. 1st).  Lynda and Amy will write or arrange for content for the autumn Colorado Libraries issue (deadline is Aug. 1st).  
9.  GOALS:  Diane asked for goals for this year’s Board.  After discussion, three were identified:
· Increase Division membership (with assistance from Lynda Lillwitz as new CAL Membership Chair) 
· Organize and publicize our spring workshop with the goal of filling all seats.  

· Recruit new leadership among our members with the goal of more volunteers and more candidates for next year’s elections
