1.  Chair Diane Ellsworth convened the meeting at 12:30 p.m.  Present were:  Diane Ellsworth, Lynda Hoffmann, Jennifer Kutzik, and Eva Anderson.  

2.  Minutes from the Dec. 9, 2005 meeting were distributed.

ACTION:  Lynda Hoffmann moved to approve the minutes as distributed.  Eva Anderson seconded.  No discussion. Motion carried. 

3.  Diane distributed our Fund Account report which has been updated to reflect the expenditures for 3 scholarships totaling $350 and silent auction proceeds of $239.75.  Our new Fund Account balance is $2118.16.  

4.  Diane shared communications from Kathleen Noland and Gwen Henderson.  

5.   The Paralibrarian Division Outreach Committee was created some years ago with Naioma Walberg as the Chair.  This committee has been absorbed into the general CAL Committee structure. 

ACTION:  Eva Anderson moved to eliminate the Paralibrarian Division Outreach Committee.  Jennifer Kutzik seconded.  No discussion. Motion carried.  

ACTION:  Diane will officially thank Naioma Walberg for moving outreach efforts beyond the Paralibrarian Division and into the CAL mainstream.  

6.  The Board discussed awarding of Scholarship Funds in regards to our current Fund balance.  

ACTION:  The Board agreed unanimously to limit Scholarship awards to only CAL Conference and CAL Paralibrarian Division Spring Workshop.

7.    The Board reviewed our current bylaws concerning the Nominating Committee.   The makeup of the Nominating Committee will remain as Chair-Elect, immediate Past-Chair and two Division members.  The Board discussed the current mandate for two or more nominees for each Board position.  

ACTION:  The Board agreed unanimously to replace the wording under Article IX, Section 1 with the statement “The Nominating Committee shall present candidates for the office of Chair-Elect and Secretary …” This change will be presented to the membership for a vote at the 2006 fall conference.

Amy and Lynda will continue for another year as reporters.  Potential nominees were discussed for Chair-Elect. 

9.  Plans were discussed for migrating the CAL Paralibrarian members list from Diane’s email program to Eva’s email program.     

10.  The CAL Board is seeking nominees for Secretary and Member at Large.  They are also seeking feedback on their Mission/Strategic Plan.  

11.  Feedback from the Spring Workshop was discussed.  Future workshop planning will include coordination with CLIC for possible participation, and development of a theme before the call for program proposals is distributed.  The methodology for surveying our membership was discussed.  Possible options are email, a survey website or the CAL website.  

12.  Fall conference planning was introduced.  We will lobby strongly for a morning business/membership meeting or a time that does not conflict with the Book Bash.  

13.  Jennifer discussed using the CSU Public Wiki in lieu of emails and conference calls.  She has created accounts for each Para Board member and distributed tutorial handouts.  

14.  Our next steps are to seek nominees for offices, seek fall conference scholarships, submit news items around Aug. 10 for the next CAL newsletter and schedule another meeting around August 30, perhaps in Fort Collins.  

15.  Meeting was adjourned at 3 p.m.
