1.  Chair Diane Ellsworth convened the meeting at 10:15 a.m.  Present were:  Diane Ellsworth, Lynda Hoffmann, Jennifer Kutzik, Lynda Lillwitz and Eva Anderson.  

2.  Minutes from the June 6, 2006 meeting were posted to the CSU Libraries Public Wiki. [ http://lib.colostate.edu/publicwiki/index.php?title=June_6%2C_2006 ]

ACTION:  Eva Anderson moved to approve the minutes as posted.  Diane Ellsworth seconded.  There was no discussion. The motion carried. 

3.  Eva reported on site selection for the spring workshop.  Denver Public Library would be too expensive.  The Daniels Fund Meeting Space is a possibility; Eva distributed information. [ http://www.danielsfund.com/MeetingSpace/index.asp ] We must use their caterers and would have some setup.  There was concern about the number of attendees that could be accommodated.  We need space for 140 attendees.  

ACTION:  Eva will continue to query the Daniels Fund Meeting Space staff.  

4.  Scholarship applications were discussed.  

ACTION: The Board agreed to award the scholarships to applicant’s number 1 and number 3.  Diane will inform Kathleen Noland, CAL Office Manager, of our selections.   

5.  The CAL Conference Paralibrarian Division business meeting will be held on Saturday, Nov. 11 at 3:15 p.m.  We will promote attendance by email to the Paralibrarian member list and by inviting anyone who has attended previous spring workshops.  Door prizes will be offered, and attendees will be encouraged to bring their ice cream treats provided by the Conference Committee to the meeting.  

6. Lynda L., Chair of the CAL Membership Committee,  reported that the New Member reception will be on Friday night, Nov. 10.  Lynda L. will email us if invitations are issued for Division board members to attend.  Lynda will include an announcement for new members to check their conference program books for business meeting times.  

7.  Diane reviewed items for the Nov. 11 business meeting.   She will email the Bylaws changes that were discussed at the June Executive Board meeting to the Paralibrarian Division membership, and then we will vote at the business meeting.  She will ask for volunteers for the spring workshop, and two volunteers for the nominating committee. 

8. Lynda L. announced that Diane Ellsworth is the 2006 recipient of the Lucy Schweers Award for Excellence in Paralibrarianship.  She will receive her award at the Nov. 11 Conference Awards Luncheon.  Lynda L. noted there was a problem with nominations via the CAL nominations web site for this award. 

ACTION:  The Board voted to request that Kathleen Noland put the Lucy Schweers Award nominations into the regular CAL awards loop.  If this is not possible, we will consider an e-mail link from our Web page to the prior year recipient of the award (who is the de-facto chair of the succeeding year’s committee).  The criteria will remain the same (one nomination letter and two letters of support) with the same deadlines as other CAL awards.  

9.  Outcomes from the CAL retreat were discussed.  For the upcoming elections, CAL members will vote on changes to the Bylaws, the Legislative agenda, and the CAL Strategic Plan for 2007-2009.  The CAL membership meeting will be at the conference lunch on Nov. 9.  The Publications Committee has revised the newsletter.  We will get a clean copy for Lynda and Amy Sebby.  

10.  The relationships between the CAL Paralibrarian Division, the Metro Area Parapros Group and CliC were discussed.
