Type of Books
· Titles relating to the development, collaboration and advancement of libraries and librarians, written by library professionals, educators or others with expertise in fields of interest to the library community

· Titles must be published in 2005 or later with exceptions for books considered to be “classics” on their respective topics 

· Title must be available in libraries or bookstores.

Rights and Responsibilities of Editors
· Editors have the right to refuse a review.

· CAL will not publish reviews previously published elsewhere.

· Editors have the right to edit submissions for length, grammar and style.

· Editors have the right to determine the schedule for publication of the review.

· Editors will notify reviewers within 2 weeks to inform them as to whether their review has been accepted and when it will be published.

· For reasons of space, the editors may be unable to publish all reviews submitted. If this is the case, reviewers are free to publish their reviews elsewhere.

Review Procedures
· Books will be sent by courier to the reviewer's library.

· Reviews should be submitted within six weeks of receipt of the book.

· If reader/reviewer writes a review from one of the donated books, then the donated book becomes theirs for inclusion in their library or own private collection.

· If reader/reviewer writes a review from materials they personally own, no reimbursement will be given.

· Reviewers submit on a volunteer basis; there is no compensation for published reviews.

· Please e-mail submissions as an attachment in Microsoft Word format to Colbe Galston at bookreviews@cal-webs.org.  

Review Format
· Reviews should be between 250 and 500 words in length. They should be single-spaced using Times New Roman font style and 12 font size.

· Please cite the book at the start of the review as follows:

Author last name, author first name. Title. Place of publication: Publisher, year. ###p. $##.## (ISBN: )
