I address the print history of Margaret Cavendish, First Duchess of Newcastle, in terms of printer Anne Maxwell's publishing history and the quality of her work (paper, ink and print quality, which I determined during my completion of the Center for the Book Certificate on a funded visit to Cavendish and Maxwell materials at the Newberry Library in Chicago).  I also discuss events during and before the Restoration, especially circumstances in the history of science publishing, that may have influenced Cavendish's shifting eventually to little-known woman publisher Anne Maxwell.  Here is the opening paragraph of the accompanying article that I have prepared:

Margaret Cavendish, First Duchess of Newcastle, attracted attention and sometimes ridicule for openly declaring to the world that she sought fame as a natural philosopher.  She began ambitiously, hiring the best publishers in the new science to print her works.  Yet, because of constraints brought on by acts of God (plague and fire) and of men (politics in and outside the print world), she ended with little-known Anne Maxwell, who printed the entirety of Cavendish's completed works.  Ironically, Maxwell may have served Cavendish best, although she was an obscure widow whose print house was at risk from the policies of the regime that had rewarded the Newcastles for their loyalty.  

This presentation will feature images of materials that I have examined at the Newberry, at the University of Iowa Special Collections and map rooms, and through Early English Books Online.
