Description

The University of Colorado at Boulder (CU) has instituted a new required freshman writing course.  Each semester, the course consists of approximately 100 sections of 18 students. The CU Libraries’ instruction team was involved in the development of this course from the beginning, and has created a very successful, thoroughly integrated, information literacy component for the course.  This component consists of a series of online reading themes, a set of interactive online information literacy tutorials, an in-person seminar with a librarian, and a drop-in research help center.
