POWER POINT:

1.  Each objective 1-11 should have at least one slide with the 

    following information on it:


1.  The number of the objective


2.  The title of the objective (climate, habitat, animals, etc.)


3.  The name of the student who researched that objective


4.  Easily read text from at least the back of the classroom


5.  Appropriate pictures that represent that objective only


6.  Graphics (tables, graphs) that represent that objective

2.  The first slide must be the name of the biome and what parts of the   

     world it is found in (same latitude both E and W hemisphere.)

3.  The last slide must be the bibliography slide that includes ALL

     references that you used including HTML, Data Bases, and other internet 

     resources.

1.  Each person is to fill out at least one Daily Research Form each  class 

    period.

2.  Daily Research Forms are to be kept so that they can be used to 

     complete the information on the Power Point Presentation.

3.  Daily Research Forms will be turned in each week for participation points.
