How do I show that my library is every library?  By the organizational premise of the virtual service created for DSN. Discussion Points: Ease of use and following the “three click rule”, how a user (student, faculty or administrator) can best utilize the site; the function of “the Lounge”, gathering data via Stat Counter {what is used and how it is used} the variety of statistics.

Poster 2: The Course Resource Page w/buttons: Search Engines / Libraries, Reference Desk, Library Holdings / Collection, and Recommended Bibliography

Discussion Points: Page Structure and reasoning {3 tables for data: Academic Info, Web Site Reference, Physical Material Data}, How this applies to ANY LIBRARY, Contents for each of the “button areas” and how they are utilized.

Poster 3: Hypertext Bibliographies – two examples with full variety of content

Discussion Points: Managing Multimedia (PowerPoints, PodCasts, YouTube, etc.); Recommended Journal / Periodical Articles & Use for physical collection decisions; Harnessing the Google Book Library (20 Million vol.+ collection) to meet your own needs.
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
